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WEDDING SERVICE INFORMATION
Wedding Coordinator
The church requires that you use the wedding coordinator for your ceremony. The pastor will visit with you about the best time to meet with the wedding coordinator - either as part of the final counseling session or early on the night of the rehearsal.

Facilities
The Sanctuary has a seating capacity to accommodate 325 guests. The communion table/altar and other chancel area furniture may only be moved with approval of the pastor.  

A kneeler is available for use during the ceremony. 
For receptions, fellowship hall is available.

Dressing Rooms
The Friendship Room has been especially designated for the bride and her wedding party. The men’s dressing room is located downstairs in the Youth Room. Please use both of these rooms with care and thoughtfulness.
Candles
Candles are best purchased through the church since the candelabras are an unusual size. Each candelabrum holds 7 candles. There is also a Unity candleholder, which can be used. The cost for candles is listed on the charge sheet.

Marriage License
The marriage license should be brought to the pastor before the ceremony, preferably on the night of the rehearsal. It must be an Iowa wedding license. Following the wedding, the license must be signed by the bride, groom and two witnesses (18 and older).

The Wedding Bulletin
The church will print the wedding bulletins should the couple desire it. Or the couple is free to provide their own printed bulletins. If the couple would like the church to print the bulletin, we will need all the information concerning the wedding party THREE WEEKS PRIOR TO THE WEDDING. The cost for the church to print the wedding bulletin is listed on the back page.

 Photographs
It is preferred that no flash pictures be taken once the ceremony begins. At the pastor’s prior approval, one or two pictures may be allowed by the official photographer only. Pictures may be taken of the attendants and the bride as they come down the aisle and as the couple is going back up the aisle.
Videotaping
It is acceptable to videotape the wedding ceremony. The camera can be set up either in the front or the back of the church but shall not be moved during the ceremony. The wedding coordinator will be happy to show you where these places are located. You may want extra cord available.

Guest Book
A table with the guest book may be placed in the hallway just outside the doors of our sanctuary so that guests can sign it as they enter the church.   A linen covering is available for use or you can provide your own. Check with the wedding coordinator for additional direction.

Sound Tech
The church has people trained on using the sound system. You will be required to use one of the church’s sound technicians for your wedding. Payment for the sound technician is found under the Wedding Charges.
